Resurrectional Apolytikion in the Plagal of the First Tone

EPISTLE READING: 

 

Prokeimenon. Mode 3.  

 

Luke 1: 46-48  

My soul magnifies the Lord, and my spirit rejoices in God my Savior. 

 

Verse: For he has regarded the humility of his servant.  

 

The reading is from St. Paul's Letter to the Hebrews 9:1-7 

 

BRETHREN, the first covenant had regulations for worship and an earthly sanctuary. For a tent was prepared, the outer 

one, in which were the lampstand and the table and the bread of the Presence; it is called the Holy Place. Behind the 

second curtain stood a tent called the Holy of Holies, having the golden altar of incense and the ark of the covenant 

covered on all sides with gold, which contained a golden urn holding the manna, and Aaron's rod that budded, and the 

tables of the covenant; above it were the cherubim of glory overshadowing the mercy seat. Of these things we cannot 

now speak in detail. These preparations having thus been made, the priests go continually into the outer tent, 

performing their ritual duties; but into the second only the high priest goes, and he but once a year, and not without 

taking blood which he offers for himself and for the errors of the people.
