Readings: 

Through the parable of today's Gospel, our Saviour has set forth three things for us: the condition of 

the sinner, the rule of repentance, and the greatness of God's compassion. The divine Fathers have put 

this reading the week after the parable of the Publican and Pharisee so that, seeing in the person of the 

Prodigal Son our own wretched condition -- inasmuch as we are sunken in sin, far from God and His 

Mysteries -- we might at last come to our senses and make haste to return to Him by repentance during 

these holy days of the Fast. 

Furthermore, those who have wrought many great iniquities, and have persisted in them for a long 

time, oftentimes fall into despair, thinking that there can no longer be any forgiveness for them; and so 

being without hope, they fall every day into the same and even worse iniquities. Therefore, the divine 

Fathers, that they might root out the passion of despair from the hearts of such people, and rouse them 

to the deeds of virtue, have set the present parable at the forecourts of the Fast, to show them the 

surpassing goodness of God's compassion, and to teach them that there is no sin -- no matter how 

great it may be -- that can overcome at any time His love for man.

EPISTLE READING: 

 

Prokeimenon. Mode 2.  

Psalm 117.14,18  

The Lord is my strength and my song. 

Verse: The Lord has chastened me sorely. 

The reading is from St. Paul's First Letter to the Corinthians 6:12-20 

Brethren, "all things are lawful for me," but not all things are helpful. "All things are lawful for me," but I will not be enslaved by 

anything. "Food is meant for the stomach and the stomach for food" -- and God will destroy both one and the other. The body is not 

meant for immorality, but for the Lord, and the Lord for the body. And God raised the Lord and will also raise us up by his power. Do 

you not know that your bodies are members of Christ? Shall I therefore take the members of Christ and make them members of a 

prostitute? Never! Do you not know that he who joins himself to a prostitute becomes one body with her? For, as it is written, "The two 

shall become one flesh." But he who is united to the Lord becomes one spirit with him. Shun immorality. Every other sin which a man 

commits is outside the body; but the immoral man sins against his own body. Do you not know that your body is a temple of the Holy 

Spirit within you, which you have from God? You are not your own; you were bought with a price. So glorify God in your body and in 

your spirit which belong to God.
