Hieromartyr Clement, Bishop of 

Ancyra 

Saint Clement, who was from Ancyra in 

Galatia, was the son of an unbelieving 

father, but a believing mother whose name 

was Sophia. At first he lived as a monk, 

later he became the bishop of his city. He 

suffered so many things in confession of 

the Faith in Christ, that the time of his 

sufferings and struggles stretched out over 

a period of twenty-eight years. Finally he 

and Saint Agathangelus (who was from 

Rome) were beheaded together during the 

reign of Diocletian and Maximian, in the 

year 296. 

 

Agathangelus the Martyr

Resurrectional Apolytikion in the Plagal of the Second Tone  

When the angelic powers appeared at Your grave, the soldiers guarding it feared and became as 

dead. And standing by the sepulcher was Mary who was seeking Your immaculate body. You 

devastated Hades, not afflicted by it. You went to meet the virgin, and granted eternal life. You 

resurrected from the dead. O Lord, glory to You.
